Highlights of the Year

· Campaigning for gates to be left open at Octagon Development

· Noted that Nick Grossman has gone to NZ and Chris and Judgy Maciejowski to Devon

· Also regretted passing of Mike Ottman and noted that a memorial tree had been planted near to the Northcote Road Bridge
Policing
Paul from the local police introduced himself and the concept of Community policing. Crime is mixed.  A fair amount of thefts from motor vehicles.  No force used in a lot of cases leading to the conclusion that people do not lock their cars. Suggest people leave glove boxes open.  No recent burglaries. A spate of boat related thefts and cycle thefts in the summer.  45 crimes over the last year in total. Over half related to motor car thefts. 
Discussion:

Hilary Thomson raised the recurrent issue of people riding unlicensed mopeds and motor trikes, and racing them up and down the roads. She asked about co-ordination with Hounslow.  He suggested that residents call 101 for non-emergency crime issues. Paul said that if there is a particular time they would come and have a look.  He said that overall there were problems with co-ordination with Hounslow.  
Paul Orchard mentioned the ongoing campaign to mark cycles. It’s free.  He left some cards. 

Hilary Thomson asked who polices the river. Paul Orchard said that they would be accessed via 999 or 101. The Community Police do not “do” rivers, there is a special team.

Transport Police

Rhianna spoke about her role.Fairly new to this borough. They deal with anti-social behaviour at bus stops and on buses. Work with British Transport Police but not part of them. Also unlicensed taxi cabs. Part of the bike marking campaign. Alerted meeting to increased incidence of pickpocketng.  A lot of distraction techniques employed.

Chris Harrison said that he was responsible for the Highways Department.  He said that St Margaret’s Road will be resurfaced in the next year.  Inevitable disruption, but a better road will result. Should be finished by end of March.

Jubilee Street parties.  Chris Harrison said that there would be a web based system for registering these.  He also mentioned the impending disruption to travel as a result of Olympic in mid-July.  Cycling road race will come via the borough. 

Surya wanted to know if there was any interest in a daytime yoga class for people who were injured or elderly or otherwise unable to take part in other classes. Also wants to start a daytime choir.

Hilary raised the issue of parking around the ballet school.  Martyn reported that Miss Sarah was too busy to speak to him.

There is a lack of parking in the area. Laurence Mann pointed out that capacity was fixed and that we had been asked about CPZs and have rejected it.  Chris Harrison commented that this was correct, but that CPZs would not be introduced without majority support.
